ARMY COMBAT BADGE  
Defence Instruction PERS 119-1 Amend No1 

www.army.gov.au/PUBS/pubs.htm  
 
The RAEME Associations Queensland wishes to advise 
all members, that in accordance with DIA Pers 119-1 
Amend No 1, members may be eligible to apply, receive 
and wear the Army Combat Badge. 
 
Any member in receipt of the Australian Active Service 
Medal retrospective to Malaya since 16th June 1948, 
may apply for the Badge (ACB), using the appropriate 
form obtainable from the web site above. Note there are 
two form, one for pre 1989 and another for post 1989. 
 
It should be noted that it is not an honour or award, but 
simply and importantly a badge of recognition. It does 
not replace the Infantry Combat Badge (ICB) and if any 

member of the service is entitled to both, then only one 
may be worn centrally 1 cm above current Medals, 
Ribbons and other badges such as Flying/Parachute 
instructors badges. 
 
Annex D of the reference above spells out many Arms 
units that may apply, however this is not and exhaustive 
list and any member or unit that feels that they have 
entitlement should make application. Para 2 of the 
reference states in part “ any member of the Army who 
was forced assigned to an infantry, armour, artillery, 
aviation or combat engineer based combat team/battle 
group, or similar unit/sub unit  and who has served for 
a specified period of time on warlike operations” may 
apply. 
 
If you wish to apply and you are a pre 1989 member 
then you will need the following documentation. 

A. A certified true copy of your Record of service; 
B. Completed the member section of the 

application form for pre 1989 members 
available from the www above. 

 
It is very important to understand the following when it 
comes to submission of documents for approval. 
 

A. If you were attached to another Corps i.e. 
Infantry Tech Support, Armoured LAD, 
Artillery LAD etc then your Corps Association 
for submission purposes is the Parent Corps 
Association i.e. Infantry, Armoured, Artillery 
etc. Most of these can be found on the www. 

B. If you were part of an Independent RAEME 
Unit then your application should go to your 
RAEME Corps Association. 

 
For members that became eligible 1989 onwards the 
following applies: 

A. Complete the members detail section of the 
form available on the www for 1989 onwards 
and forward for approval of DGPERS-A too;
